The SFPUC acknowledges that enforcement of environmenis)| tales, regulations, and best practices
that apply to its resource supply, operations and delivematdr, wastewater, and power services is core
to the fair treatment of the people we serve and theastiship of our lands.

The SFPUC believes that everyone has the right to a jokeaffatims its commitment as an equal
opportunity provider.

In appllcatlon of this policy to SFPUC projects and atitgsj SFPUC staff shall:
Develop and implement training in SFPUC environmentalgassisues in conjunction with staff
orientation and continuing education efforts.

(3) Identify SFPUC projects that may have additional enviemial impacts on communities already
affected by disproportionate environmental impacts and veonkinimize those impacts.

(4) Continue to identify and partner with organizatiamsnder to prioritize, establish and fund
appropriate activities to improve environmental justice perdoiga in communities already affected by
disproportionate environmental impacts of SFPUC activities.
