Member Trivedi comments on bullet 5 and suggests changing wording
to emphasize that CleanPowerSF rates are projected to remain lower
than equivalent PG&E rates.

Members Trivedi and McMahon thank Chair Ash for creating a
thoughtful letter.

Member McMahon suggests including references to Hetch Hetchy
Power updates. Chair Ash will add bullet 6 with language on proposed
Hetch Hetchy rates.

Chair Ash reads the letter with proposed edits to the board, additional
discussion and edits continue.

Member Dew suggests accompanying increased rates with marketing
to promote methods for conserving energy to help customers control
their bill.

Board members agree for Chair Ash to share final amended letter with
Member Dew for a last review before submission to be added to the
Commission meeting materials.
